Footwear

remove their own shoes during our PE session and are encouraged to put their own socks and shoes on 

afterwards. Please avoid sending your child in tights on a PE day and remember to remove or cover any 

earrings. Long hair also needs to be tied back please.

How to help at home 

It’s coming up to cooler weather and children are expected to at least try and put on their own coats, 

wellies and shoes. We would appreciate your support to encourage your child to practice these skills 

at home as it means more time for playing in Nursery! Practice with fastening zips would be helpful 

too.
